You will need:
1 cup comour

5 tbsp emolent cream (for chidren with very sensitive skin use a cream that
‘you know doesnt iitate their hands)

Food colouring

Method
“ip the comfour nto a bowl and add the cream, a spoonful at a time.

M it untl it starts to look crumbly and fuffy, then use your hands to work it together
untilt is evenly combined.

It may seem too dry initally but once it all comes together, take it out of the bowl
and knead it on the surface unti it becomes soft and siky.
I it stils feels 100 dry, 3dd a bit more croam.

If your chid is sensitive to food colouring. then leave the dough as t is. Otherwise, spit
the dough into how many different colours you wouid ke and add a small amount of food
colouring.
