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Grange Primary school strives to provide an engaging and practical science curriculum for all pupils. Our science teaching constantly encourages pupils to work independently and with others in practical ways. It improves subject knowledge and understanding by developing investigative skills and scientific vocabulary.

Intent
At Grange Primary School we deliver an inclusive and interesting science curriculum to our community at Grange. We allow our children to learn and discover new things through their own exploration. It's important that students in practical ways and ask questions such as, why do things work and don't work. Our curriculum piques students' interest and allows them to develop connections.

Through the Kent plan of work, we deepen their understanding through hands-on activities and practical experiments. The expectation is to adapt and develop appropriately sequenced lessons that build on pupils’ enquiry skills. All science lessons are taught regularly and of good quality. Teachers assess pupils at the end of every half term. Which will then inform teaching next steps for our consolidation half term at the end of the year.

Our aims are to ensure that all pupils:

· Develop scientific knowledge and understanding through the individual science of biology, chemistry and physics.
· Develop understanding of the nature, processes and methods of science through different types of science enquiries that help them to answer scientific questions about the world around them.

· Are equipped with the scientific knowledge required to understand the uses and implications of science, today and for the future

We accomplish this through delivering a curriculum that is well balanced, creative and exciting. We make certain that all students reach their full potential, collaboratively, and grow as learners. We aim to build students' confidence, develop their own perspectives, and reflect our school and British values through Science.

Implementation

EYFS

The EYS Frame work develops scientific skills through the ‘knowledge and understanding of the world’ strand of the curriculum.

Learning is taught and planned around the following objectives:

· Comment and question about the world; including where they live

· Talk about some of the things they have observed such as plants, animals, natural and found objects
· Talk about why things happen and how things work

· Develop an understanding of growth, decay and changes over time

· Show care and concern for living things and the environment

· Look closely at similarities, differences, patterns and change 
As Science is a core subject, we ensure its importance across the school through the delivery of the scientific units. The implementation of the science curriculum is supported through the Kent Scheme of learning. 1.5 hours of science is taught each week. For each topic we have a title page, these include key vocabulary and expected outcomes for the end of the topic. Pupils are provided with a range of enrichment opportunities to raise cultural capital such as workshops, our edible opportunities linked to D.T., Mental Health and Wellbeing week, Living Chicks project, Science Inventors and Science Week.
Impact

We measure the impact through the children acquiring age-appropriate knowledge and skills to develop their own understanding of the different aspects of science. 
Through the delivery of our Science curriculum, we provide pupils with:

· Knowledge and understanding about Science

· A wide range of scientific skills

· Scientific vocabulary

· High science aspirations

· Passion, enthusiasm and enjoyment around Science. 

We regularly monitor the standards across the school to support and improve our teaching and learning for our pupils. Through monitoring standards termly, we use these STAR assessments and title pages to gather feedback to update planning. We use pupil voice and evidence in book to identify and overcome any barriers to learning.
